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OPERATING RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Reno-Fernley Raceway gates open from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM weekends only until further notice.  If different access is required, User must notify RFR at least thirty (30) days prior to the event on Exhibit C-1 worksheet and the User will be charged for any costs incurred by altering these hours.

2. Registration can be conducted at the entry to the paddock or at any other location in the paddock.  

3. At no time shall any User of RFR cause or allow traffic entering the facility to back up or stop on Highway 95A.  The track reserves the right to take whatever means it deems appropriate to alleviate traffic congestion on Highway 95A caused by the User.

4. In the event of wet or muddy conditions, all User vehicles shall stay on the paved areas.  Damage to the paddock, run-off, etc. caused by wheel tracks and excess mud brought onto the pavement will result in cleanup and grading expenses being passed on to the User.

5. Fires will be allowed in contained pit areas only, unless otherwise approved by RFR.  Violations will result in a fine to the User.  This includes campfires for those staying overnight.

6. No vehicles may be driven on any portion of the property not defined as paddock or part of the roadcourse.  In particular, motorcycles, ATV’s and four-wheel drive trucks may not be driven in the hills for any reason.

7. In the event of high fire danger, the track may require the User to make provision for having the tracks fire-fighting unit staffed and on standby.

8. Participants must take antifreeze, oil waste, brake fluid, and other chemicals from the track.  The User may pay for removal of waste fluids in the event of excess quantities or contamination.

9. Overnight camping in the paddock area in User’s self-contained RV, is available for a fee.  At all times, campers shall be confined to the paddock area only.  Camping rules strictly enforced include:

a. No entry to the track after hours

b. No black or gray water dumping

c. No excess noise other than event activities

d. No shooting

e. Pets must be contained at all times by leash or in a vehicle or other retention system.

f. No firearms or illegal drugs on premises.  Law enforcement is the only exception.
10. In the event of a gas or oil spill on any asphalt area, time is of the essence.  Quickly notifying the track personnel will minimize the damage.  In the case of a fuel spill, dousing the spill quickly with lots of water can be the difference between no damage at all and a $1000 or higher repair bill.  It is strongly recommended that all participants keep five (5) gallons of water handy in their pit for this purpose.

11. At any time the front gate is open, the User must hire gate security through RFR, including provisions for checking correct credentials and signing release forms.  If there is no security at the gate, the gate must be closed.

12. Fuel service and supplies will be provided by the track if arranged in advance.  No outside fuel vending of any kind is permitted at the track.  Participants may bring fuel onto the property for personal use provided they comply with all NHP and other regulations for transporting such materials.  Fuel barrels may be accepted at RFR with prior arrangements made in advance.  If fuel/barrels or any other bulk material is off loaded or stored by RFR a minimum of $50 drop fee will be charged.  

13. Ambulance service is mandatory for high speed, motorcycle and other high-risk activities.  Ambulance service, when required, may be purchased through the track for the fee specified.

14. Insurance requirements, including general liability, participant accident and liability, and all applicable coverage for employees, such as workers compensation, shall be in place at time of the event.  The User must provide proof of Insurance showing RFR as an Additional Insured on the Users policy even though RFR has facility coverage, we do not cover individuals.

15. The track reserves the right to sell spectator tickets to local residents and retain the revenue unless other arrangements are made with the User.

16. No Club, group or individual may charge a gate fee of any kind without prior arrangements with RFR.  NO EXCEPTIONS! The track reserves the right to charge a percentage fee on approved gate admission programs or to adjust the daily rental fee to participate in the gate revenue and/or recover additional expenses resulting from increased traffic, facility loading, etc.

17. Track service vehicles are never to be driven by anyone other than Reno-Fernley Raceway employees.

18. Event hours are not to exceed ten (10) hours including a one (1) hour lunch break.  Exceptions must be arranged in advance.  A fee of $250/hour will be charged for on track activities exceeding ten (10) hours.

19. Reno-Fernley Raceway staff and employees shall have full access to the track and all facilities at any time during the User’s event.

20. Paddock damages caused by heavy pedestals, fuel and oil shall be the responsibility of the perpetrator and the User.  The track reserves the rights to 

fine, and/or expel individuals who damage the facility, paddock, or are abusive to the track.  Abuses include, but are not limited to: fuel spills, crushing pavement, excessive trash, noise violations, failure to exit the track in a timely manner at the conclusion of an event and/or abusive behavior towards RFR staff.

21. RFR is a privately owned facility.  We try very hard to keep RFR clean.  Everyone is asked to help by picking up their trash, monitoring those who are careless and reporting vandalism of any kind.  Please encourage any participants and spectators to do the same.  If excessive trash cleanup is required following your event, you will be charged a clean-up fee.

22. All rights to film, record, photograph, and/or broadcast the race event, for commercial purposes or otherwise, are owned by and are the property of Reno-Fernley Raceway.  The making of any photographs, video presentations, or sound recordings, of any kind, or the reproductions thereof, is strictly prohibited without the prior written consent of Reno-Fernley Raceway’s President/Owner or its authorized representative. 

23. Due to insurance and liability issues, no convertible cars will be allowed on the track without a roll bar or cage.

24. Effective January 1, 2004 a valid Competition License will be required for anyone driving on the Road Course.  A Competition License from NASCAR, USAC, SPORTSCAR, SCCA, ASA, FIA, NASA, SVRA, VARA, INEX, HMSA, CFRA, CSRG, PCA or POC will be accepted.  Vehicles must conform to NASA Rules and Regulations or SCCA Pro Racing Regulations.  If you do not possess a Competition License, one may be obtained at the Reno-Fernley Raceway though The Next Level Driving School, by appointment only. 25. Traveling in the paddock requires common sense and courtesy regarding speed, direction, etc.  If we have to enforce speed limits, it will be 5 miles per hour!
26. This is your track, so please treat it like your home.

27. Bear in mind Policies & Guidelines are subject to change upon the discretion of Reno-Fernley Raceway.  Please understand that we are a brand new facility and will be implementing changes as we grow.  Check our website for updated information.
