/A WARNING

e Gasoline vapor is highly flammable. Before refueling, always first
stop the engine and make sure that there are no lighted cigarettes,
open flames or electrical sparks in the adjacent area.

e When opening the cap, do not remove the cap quickly. Fuel may
be under pressure and spray out of the fuel filler neck especially in
hot weather, which may cause injury.

| Never add any cleaning agents to the fuel tank. The addition of a

cleaning agent may cause damage to the fuel system.

To open the fuel filler lid, pull the lid release lever up.
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B Fuel filler cap

To take off the fuel filler cap, turn it counterclockwise slowly and remove
the cap.
To put the cap back on, turn it clockwise until you hear a clicking noise.

W Refueling

After the fuel filler nozzle has automatically stopped, do not add more
fuel.

If you spill any fuel on the painted surface, wipe it off immediately. Other-
wise, the painted surface could be damaged.
