The SRS (Supplemental Restraint System) AIRBAG in your vehicle af-
fords the driver and front seat passenger additional protection during a
frontal collision. This system is available for the driver and front seat pas-
senger and is designed to supplement the protection provided by the
seat belt.

The SRS AIRBAG is designed to deploy in the event of an accident in-
volving a moderate to severe frontal collision. It is not designed to assist
the driver and front seat passenger in lesser frontal impacts, in side or
rear impacts or in roll-over accidents. The SRS AIRBAG is designed to
function on a one-time-only basis. In the event that the SRS AIRBAG is
deployed, replacement of the system must be performed only by an au-
thorized SUBARU dealer. When the components of SRS AIRBAG are re-

placed, use only genuine SUBARU parts.

determined amount of force during a frontal or front-angled collision,
both driver's and passenger’s side airbags deploy instantly at the same
time to help prevent the driver and right front seat passenger from con-
tacting the steering wheel or dashboard.

A diagnostic system continually monitors the readiness of the SRS AIR-
BAG while the vehicle is being driven. The AIRBAG indicator light will
show normal system operation by lighting for about 7 seconds when the
ignition key is first turned to the "ON" position and then turning off.

In the event of a malfunction indicated by any of following, the vehicle
should be taken promptly to your nearest SUBARU dealer to have the
system checked.

e Failure of the indicator light to illuminate when the ignition switch is

first turned to the “ON" position.

B Safety guidelines for the SRS AIRBAG

/\ CAUTION

Do not try to touch airbag system components affter deployment
because they can get hot as a result of deployment.

During a moderate to severe frontal impact, a sudden, fairly loud inflation
noise will be heard and some smoke will be released. These occur-
rences are normal and not harmful. This smoke does not indicate a fire in
the vehicle.

Although it is highly unlikely that the SRS AIRBAG would activate in a
non-accident situation, should it occur, the bag will deflate quickly, not
obscuring vision and will not interfere with the driver’s ability to maintain
control of the vehicle.

NOTE

When you sell your vehicle, we urge you to explain to the buyer that it is
equipped with SRS AIRBAGS by alerting him to the applicable section in
this owner's manual.

To ensure its long-term reliability, the SRS AIRBAG must be inspected by
a SUBARU dealer ten years after the date of manufacture, which is
shown on the certification label attached to the driver's door.
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
