When the TCS indicator (fight activates when driving, it indi-
cates that the 7CS is in operation . It also indicates that the resad i
surface is slippery or your vehicle is accelerating excessively . In ~
this situation, release the accelerator pedal and maintain moder-
ate speed. j

NOTE
Every time the engine is started, the TCS automatically turn on .
When the TCS is operating, you may hear a chattering noise or feel a

slight vehicle vibration . This is normal when the TCS operates .

The TCS prevents the drive wheels (front wheels) from excessive spin-
ning on slippery road surfaces . This helps to prevent the loss of steering
control and directional stability caused by wheel spinning .
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Starting and operating

If the TCS indicator light comes on when driving, it indicate that the TCS
is in operation .

To turn off the TCS, push this switch while the engine is running. The indi-
cator light on the switch will come on when the TCS is inactive . In this
condition, the vehicle acts in the same way as a vehicle without TCS.
Push this switch again to turn on the system .

The TCS OFF indicator light comes on when the ignition switch is turned
to the "ON" position and goes out within a few seconds after the engine
starts . If the light does not come on when the ignition switch is turned
"ON" and does not go out within a minute after the engine starts, it may
indicate that TCS is not working properly. Contact your nearest SUBARU
dealer immediately.

NOTE
In cold weather, it may take a little longer for the TCS OFF indicator

light to turn off after starting the engine . This, however, does not indicate
any abnormality.

The TCS system cannot be canceled while the system is in operation.
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" Operation during cold weather
Carry some emergencyequipment, such as tire chains, a window scrap-
er, a bag of sand, flares, a small shovel, and jumper cables .

Check the battery and cables . Cold temperatures reduce battery capac-
ity. The battery must be in good condition to provide enough power for
cold winter starts .

Use an engine oil of proper grade and viscosity for cold weather. Heavy
summer oil will cause harder starting .

Keep the door locks from freezing by squirting them with deicer or glyc-
erin .

Forcing a frozen door open may damage or separate the rubber weather
strips around the door. If the door is frozen, use hot water to melt the ice,
and afterwards thoroughly wipe the water away.

Use awindshield washer fluid that contains an antifreeze solution . Do not
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
