Squeaky sound

e Insufficient generator lubrication

Rubbing sound

e Defective generator brush and rotor contact

Gear scream when starting

e Defective ignition starter switch
e Worn gear and starter pinion

Sound like polishing glass with
a dry cloth

e Loose drive belt
e Defective engine coolant pump shaft

Hissing sound

e Loss of compression
e Air leakage in air intake system, hoses, connections or
manifolds

Timing belt noise

e Loose timing belt
e Belt contacting case/adjacent part

Valve tappet noise

e Incorrect valve clearance

NOTE*:

When disconnecting fuel injector connector, Malfunction Indicator Light (CHECK ENGINE light) illuminates and trouble code is stored in

ECM memory.

Therefore, carry out the CLEAR MEMORY MODE and INSPECTION MODE after connecting fuel injector connector. (Ref. to 2-7 On-Board

Diagnostics Il System.)
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
